In His Service, Barbara Flagg 

     I’m sure many of us share this sentiment – “I can’t be-
lieve it’s 2016!”  A new year can bring hope and the pos-
sibilities of new beginnings. I am going to talk about 
church revitalization this month, and the possibility of 
new beginnings in a church. 
     Believe it or not, 2016 has arrived and with it a new 
theme and focus for the Sandy Creek Baptist Association: 
“An Association of the Future: Rooted In Our Heritage 
and Growing Toward God’s Design”. My intention is this 
will not be just a “slogan”, but the guiding force for all 
your Association does to assist our churches in accom-
plishing her God-given commission! Or, said another 
way, the SCBA will be engaged in a “reset” to best sup-
port the Kingdom work of the churches that are a part of 
the SCBA! 
     At our Fall Association Semi-Annual Meeting, I intro-
duced the five “pillars” that will drive your Association’s 
“church-focused and church-driven vehicle.” In the De-
cember LINK, I presented rationale for “An Association 
of the Future” from Michael Day who wrote, “This asso-
ciation of the future will not evaluate itself on the basis of 
annual meeting attendance or participation in association-
al events, but upon the extent to which it assisted the 
churches in the accomplishment of their God-given vi-
sion.” The five “pillars” I will write about in the coming 
months will be our best effort to assist our churches in 
their Kingdom work. Admittedly, these five “pillars” are 
individual in their focus but, at the same time, interrelated 
in their effect on the others and in the actions to reverse 
their devastating effects on the church. 
     The first “pillar” your Association will focus on, be-
cause of its importance and need, is church revitalization. 
Most of us know, either through our own experience or 
based on research data, estimates of churches that are 
plateaued or dying range from 75% to 90% of the total 
churches in America. Whatever the percent of churches in 
the SCBA that would be included in this category, I doubt 
anyone would argue the need exists for a revitalized 
church.  Rich Frazer, President of Spiritual Overseers Ser-
vice International, has written there’s a great “need for 
weary pastors and waning church leaders to team up 
around a renewed vision that will direct and align their 
energies and resources toward a revitalized church … 
This may well be the remedy for the declining direction 
of the church in America.”  
     Because of the “pillars” interrelatedness, which we 
will not ignore, church revitalization is critical to church 
planting (which will be discussed next month). I believe 
Aubrey Malphurs, in his book Re:VISION, says it well: 
“Re-envisioning or revitalization are so essential to our 
future because most successful church plants are nurtured 
by a strong, vital, supporting established church. The de-
mise of established churches means there are fewer strong 
churches to nurture church plants, making planted church-
es less viable. We must place as much emphasis on re-

envisioning our churches as we do planting new ones if 
we are to have any hope for the future of the church in

America.” I have always said it is not either/or but both/  
and when it comes to church revitalization and church 
planting as we look toward God’s design for the future! 
     Rick Wheeler, the Associational Missionary for the 
Jacksonville (FL) Baptist Association, advocates for a 
“shift” from “church neglect to church renewal.” He 
says the need for church renewal springs from the fact, 
“in many cases, the community has transitioned around 
a church while the church failed to make the necessary 
adjustments to maintain their capacity to reach their own 
community.” He reminds us, also, church renewal “is 
one of the most difficult leadership challenges on the 
planet.” Despite the difficulty, Wheeler writes, church 
renewal “is also an opportunity for new life. A new 
chapter can begin….” because “Jesus is the church 
builder” and “Jesus is the church revitalizer.”  
     I ask you these simple questions: What brings glory 
to God about a plateaued or dying church? Nothing! 
What brings glory to God about a revitalized church? 
Everything! 
     Obviously, there is much more that I could say about 
the need for church revitalization, but I want to share 
with you some of the initial ways your Association will 
support her churches that desire to be revitalized.  
     We will be creating a church revitalization team con-
sisting of pastors and laypersons who have expertise in 
this area and a passion to see churches revitalized. This 
team will discuss various ways your Association can 
provide help to our churches, including making them-
selves available for consultation free of charge to our 
churches. 
     On October 16-18 the SCBA, in partnership with Mt. 
Olive Baptist Church, will offer a “Church Revitaliza-
tion Conference” featuring Chuck Lawless. Dr. Lawless 
is a professor at Southeastern Baptist Theological Semi-
nary and has written about church revitalization. We 
hope, also, to be able to offer a meal for pastors and 
church leaders to interact with, and ask questions of, Dr. 
Lawless in an informal and casual setting. 
     Another “pillar” for the SCBA is developing leaders 
and this, too, will aid in church revitalization. There will 
be on-going opportunities for pastors and church leaders 
to attend spiritual leadership equipping tracks. These 
training opportunities are presented elsewhere in this 
issue of the LINK. 
     We will share additional opportunities related to 
church revitalization as they become available. In the 
meantime, I am excited about the possibility of the fu-
ture health and growth of revitalized churches in our As-
sociation that were previously plateaued or dying! 
     I continue to believe the best days of the SCBA, and 
our churches, are in our future! Thank you for the oppor-
tunity to be a part of God’s design for our future!
